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Tea estate worker couple from
Karnataka killed in landslides

A COUPLE from Karnataka, who were em-
ployed inateaestate near Wayanad, has died
inthe massive landslides, triggered by torren-
tial rains, that hit the northern Kerala district,
Tuesday. The deceased have been identified
as Rathnamma (45) and her husband
Rajendra(55), who were residents of Nagavalli
village in Chamarajanagar taluk.

Asmany as 167 people have died in the
devastating series of landslides in
Wayanad, with the numbers expected to
increase as rescuers unearth debris, the
district administration said on
Wednesday. Over 177 people are still miss-
ing, they added.

The Chamarajanagar district administra-
tion said that they have traced seven persons
—natives of Karnataka in Wayanad — so far; of
whom, the couple is dead and five othersina
safe zone. Many people from Karnataka work

in the border district of Kerala, especially in
coffee and tea estates.

The Karnataka government, meanwhile,
has appealed for food supplies as well as fi-
nancial, clothing, ration and volunteer sup-
port. Shalini Rajneesh, additional chief sec-
retary of Karnataka said on Wednesday:
“We look forward to your affirmative action
in this regard, and hope to see a strong part-
nership in alleviating the hardship faced by
our fellow citizens in Kerala.”

It has also appointed two IAS officers —
PCJaffer and Dilish Sasi — to coordinate res-
cue and relief efforts in Wayanad. On
Tuesday, Karnataka Chief Minister
Siddaramaiah had said: “..instructions is-
sued to allow unrestricted passage via the
Green Corridor at the Bandipur check post.”

The Chamarajanagar district administra-
tion in Karnataka has set up a 24/7 helpline
toinform the relatives and acquaintances of
unorganised workers from Gundlupet taluk
and surrounding areas of Chamarajanagar,
who have to travel daily.

“Most of the people approached
by them are local cattle traders.
They take down their details and

give them Rs 500-1,000, and ask for
enough food to be packed for seven
days,” said a source.

The Jammu region shares 485
kilometres of the border with
Pakistan, interspersed with dense
forests and mountainous terrain.

According to sources, strategic
points have been identified to set
up SOG camps, where personnel
will be deployed from the local po-
lice, CRPF and Army. “They will con-
ductdaily patrolling to look for ter-
rorists,” a source said.

Significantly, it has also been de-
cided to restart regular training for
VDCs in using weapons such as the
traditional .303 rifles and semi-au-
tomatic SLRs. “It also came to light
that terrorists are using the per-
sonal hotspot connections of vil-
lagers to make VoIP (voice over in-
ternet protocol) calls to their
handlers in Pakistan. Efforts will be
made to spread awareness among
villagers not to share their internet
hotspot or WiFi password with any
stranger. Punitive action will be
taken if they do,” said a source.

Recently, the Centre also ordered
the extraction of two BSF battalions,
comprising more than 2,000 person-
nel, from Odisha to beef up security
in the Jammu region.

“The decision was taken to
strengthen the deployment in the
border areas, specifically around
tunnels to prevent infiltration. The
troops of these two units are ex-
pected to be based in Samba and
near the Jammu-Punjab border,” a
source said.

The BSF guards more than 2,289
kilometres of the International
Boundary that runs along Jammu,
Punjab, Rajasthan and Gujarat in
India’s western flank. The Jammu
area is vulnerable to cross-border
tunnels and its dense forests and
mountainous terrain make it an
ideal ground for terrorists to launch
attacks against civilians and secu-
rity forces.

On Tuesday, Union Minister of
State for Home Affairs Nityanand
Rai told the Lok Sabha that the
Centre has a policy of zero tolerance
against terrorism. “The approach of
the government is to dismantle the
terror ecosystem. Security meas-
ures are being strengthened to sus-
tain peace and stability in J&K. The
strategies adopted and action taken
for containing acts of terror inci-
dents in Jammu and Kashmir in-
clude effective, continuous and sus-
tained actions against terrorists and
support structures; dismantling of

who did the randomised controlled
trial with the Clinical Decision
Support Software (CDSS).

Besides, patients on the CDSS pro-
tocol were nearly twice as likely to
achieve and maintain target levels for
blood sugar, blood pressure and LDL-
cholesterol compared to regular pa-
tients.

“Integrating the software into the
patient portal will significantly ben-
efit the impact of the national pro-
gramme. For this, we have also initi-
ated talks with the officials
concerned,” Dr Tandon said.

The software could be an integral
part of treatment as there are many
shortcomings in the diagnosis, treat-
ment and management of diabetesin
the country.

“Fifty per cent of people are not
aware of their disease, 50 per cent of
them do not take treatment. Those on
treatment stop taking the medicine
midway. At a clinic, the doctor wastes

diabetes care to remote PHCs

time finding out about patient history,
often suggesting more tests.
Sometimes patients do not get the
right advice in remote parts,” he said.

For the last nine years, Dr Tandon
and fellow researchers have been
working on CDSS, which follows
data prompts and can suggest the
kind of treatment a patient requires
if their blood sugar, blood pressure
or cholesterol levels cross a certain
level, the medicines to be taken for
their condition and dosage. So in
places where a trained diabetologist
or an endocrinologist is not avail-
able, physicians can take support of
CDSS prompts and advise treatment
to a patient.

The CDSS has been developed as
part of a study, conducted by the
Center for Cardiovascular Risk
Reduction in South Asia (CARRS),
which went on from January 2011
through September 2019. The re-
searchers in the team included doc-
tors from AIIMS, Centre for Chronic
Disease Control and the Public Health
Foundation of India (PHFI) among
others.

Initially, the study was done for
two-and-half years with not just pa-
tients of diabetes but also patients
who needed to control their blood
pressure and cholesterol. “The inter-
vention showed that we could con-
trol multiple risk factors by more than
200 per cent using our methodology,”
Dr Tandon said.

The
rescue team got him and his
mother, along with a few oth-
ers, to safety around 7 am.
Sudarshan was able to helpa
few of his neighbours as well.
“When the rain subsided a bit,
some of our neighbours, who
saw us on top of the terrace,
came out and asked me to res-
cue them. I got them onto our
terrace using a ladder. There
were around 21 people on our
terrace when the rescuers
came,” he said.
Sudarshan said he won’t be
able to go back to his house.
“That house is no longer in-
habitable. More than that, we
have lost several of our neigh-
bours. I have lost my source of in-
come, my jeep. My mother's
medicines and prescriptions are
alllost. We have to start from the
beginning. At least, we are lucky
that we are still able to live,”

Sudarshan said.

AIIMS software to take specialised Anti-conversion laws: No

SC hearing for 18 months
on pleas from 8 states

NEARLY 18 months after the
Supreme Court transferred to it-
self the constitutional challenge
to the anti-conversion laws from
eight states, including Uttar
Pradesh, the batch of petitions is
yet to be heard.

On 16 January, 2023, a three-
judge bench headed by the Chief
Justice of India allowed lawyers
to transfer pleas pending before
respective high courts to the top
court. “Mr Kapil Sibal, senior
counsel appearing on behalf of
the respondents (challenge
against the Gujarat law), states
that in view of the pendency of
the proceedings before diverse
HCs involving cognate issues, a
transfer plea would be filed be-
fore this court for the purpose of
clubbing and transferring the
pleas for adjudication before this
Court. We stand over these pro-
ceedings to 30 January, 2023. In
the event that a transfer plea is
filed in the meantime, it shall be
listed with the present batch of
pleas on the next date of listing,”
the SC order had said.

While pleas from Gujarat,
Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh,

Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand,
Karnataka and UP were trans-
ferred, a challenge against the
Haryana law was added in July
2023.However, despite the trans-
fer pleas filed, the cases have not
been heard since. Official records
of the case status shows thatin six
hearings since January 2023, the
SC has added newer cases con-
nected to the issue to the batch.

Since 2020, several BJP-ruled
states have passed stringent anti-
conversion laws that outlaws re-
ligious conversion solely for the
purpose of marriage. These laws
then came up for challenge be-
fore various HCs. In August 2021,
the Gujarat HC stayed certain
provisions of the Gujarat
Freedom of Religion (Amen-
dment) Act, 2021 in an interim
order- from the reverse burden
of proof, ban on inter-faith mar-
riages involving a conversion and
the provision allowing families
to challenge such a marriage. It
had said that the law on the face
of it interfered with the “intrica-
cies of marriage including the
right to an individual’s choice”.

The Gujarat government had
moved an appeal in the SCand it
was during one such hearing that
the idea of transferring all cases
toSCwas made.

Behind the disaster: Extremely
heavy rain, fragile ecology, a
steady rise in population

EXTREMELY HEAVY rainfall, a
fragile ecology particularly vulner-
able tolandslides, and steadily in-
creasing population pressures all
combined to trigger multiple
landslides in Wayanad district of
Kerala on Tuesday, an incident
thatis turning out tobe one of the
worst disasters in the state in re-
centyears.

Experts said it was the biggest
landslide-related disaster in the
state till now, at least in terms of
casualties. More than 100 people
arealready confirmed dead in the
incident that was triggered early
on Tuesday morning amidst a
heavy downpour. The events
brought back memories of the
2018 flooding in the state, trig-
gered by excessive rains thatkilled
about 500 people.

Wayanad district received
more than 140 mm of rainfall in
the 24 hours between the morn-
ings of Monday and Tuesday,
about five times more than what
is expected, data from India
Meteorological Department
(IMD) showed. Within the
Wayanad district, several areas re-
ported more than 300 mm of
rainfall during this period.

Heavy rains during the mon-
soon season trigger landslides in

Kerala almost every year. The
whole of western Kerala, whichis
ahilly terrain with sharp slopes, is
susceptible to landslides. There
were major landslides during and
after the 2018 flooding event, in-
cluding in Wayanad. The district
also saw a few smaller landslides
in2019.

“But this is possibly the worst
landslide-related disaster in the
stateever,” said KS Sajinkumar, an
assistant professor of Geology at
the University of Kerala. “The ter-
rain here has two distinctive lay-
ers,alayer of soil sitting atop hard
rocks.Whenalotof rain happens,
the soil gets saturated with mois-
ture and water reaches the rocks
and flows between the soil and
the rock layers. This weakens the

force that binds the soil to the
rocks and triggers the movement.
This is what seems to have hap-
pened in this instance as well.”

Nearly 17000 sq kmof areain
Kerala, most of it on the western
side of the Western Ghats, is
mapped as landslide prone.

“We have to have strict restric-
tions on land use in these areas.
Cultivation or other activities can-
not be allowed. [ am not suggest-
ing these activities have triggered
this landslide because we are still
to make the assessments, but in
general the regulations required,
considering the local ecology, are
notimplemented,” G Sankar, afor-
mer scientist with Thiruvanan-
thapuram-based National Centre
for Earth Science Studies.
